A two-acre garden surrounding cottages from the 1840’s, 
inin a sheltered spot near the shores of Clew Bay. The garden has been nurtured 
for twenty five years by the current inhabitants and has been managed on 
organic and wildlife-friendly principles; it contains an ancient but still productive 
orchard, stone-flagged terraces, many unusual plants including old varieties of 
rose, a wildlife pond and a new woodland area. This could be the last year that 
the garden is open to the public as the owners are moving house. Please note, 
not all the garden is wheelchair accessible.

Coill an Chúir (Red Kite Wood) native wildlife garden and fields started in 2016 
from conventional grazing land. This emerging habitat consists of young native 
trees, wildflower beds, ponds, re-wilding grasslands, and an orchard. Flora is 
sourced locally where possible including our native ‘weeds’ which are greatly 
valued for their contribution to the recovering ecosystem. Sections of trail are 
uneven and steep and so may be challenging.
